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Melnyk V.M. REX ATHANARIC AND THE LEGAL REGIME OF FOEDUS
IN ROMAN-GOTHIAN TREATY RELATIONS

The article examines the historical and legal aspects of granting the status of “foederati” by the Roman
emperors to the tribes of the Visigoths during the Athanaric reign (363-381 AD). The focus of the study is
on the interaction of the Roman bureaucratic apparatus with the Visigoths during the times of the emperors
Valens 11 (364—378 AD) and Theodosius I the Great (379-395 AD). Both emperors headed the Eastern part of
the Roman Empire. After the administrative-territorial transformation of 364 AD, the Roman Empire remained
a single entity de jure but was divided into two political macro-regions, where equal emperors functioned. The
administrative innovations of Valens Il and Valentinian I in 364 AD created a stimulus for the Edict of 395 AD,
issued by Theodosius I the Great. Ultimately, this legislative framework formed the basis for the growth of
Byzantine (Eastern Roman) power. The traditional and legally regulated system of relations with the Gothian
foederati should be recognized as an indisputable element of such power. For example, agreements on the
giving of the lex foedus by the Roman Empire to the Visigoths were concluded in 271 AD by Emperor Aurelian
& in 332 AD by Emperor Constantine I the Great. After a series of hostilities in 367-369 AD, caused by the
participation of the Visigoths in some imperial feuds, Valens Il won. The Visigoths, under Athanarics rule,
recognized themselves as dependent on official Constantinople. The Roman emperor received the function of
“supreme sovereign” over the Visigothic tribes. This treaty lasted until 376 AD when the Huns intervened in
Gothic affairs. In addition, the Visigoths were divided into two opposing groups. One group with Christian
preferences was led by Rex Fritigern, while the other pagan party was led by Rex Athanaric. Only supporters
of Atanarich organized themselves against the Hunnic invasion. In 376 AD, Fritigern agreed with Valens 11
to settle in Lower Moesia but soon rebelled against the Roman officials. The Adrianople disaster in 378 AD
became a prologue to a long war. Theodosius I the Great managed to complete it by enlisting Athanaric on his
side. In 381 AD, Theodosius granted foedus to Athanaric, and after his death, in 382 AD, confirmed the lex
Jfoedus for the Visigoths of Alaric 1.
