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Kuzmin E. E. STERN JUSTICE FOR THE FAR EAST:
THE TOKYO TRIAL AND PUNISHMENT FOR WAR CRIMES

The given scientific article serves as another natural and logical continuation of a cycle of
professional publications devoted primarily to reflections on the complex issues of punishment
in international criminal law for the purpose of developing its contemporary international legal
concept and, at the same time, a “key that unlocks” a series of works designed to address the problem
of punishment for war crimes in the Far East, in particular the nuances of its general perception and
specifics during the Tokyo Trials of major Japanese war criminals from 1946 to 1948.

Contrary to widespread concerns about the discredited authority of the Tokyo Tribunal, which
is often characterised as bordering on obstruction of justice, it is emphasised that its law, policy
and experience are an integral and inalienable part of the history of the progressive development of
international criminal law norms, and therefore not only are they an organic part of it, but they are
also seen as subject to, if not mandatory consideration, then at least the necessity of providing them
with an adequate and proper assessment, including for the purpose of their systematic integration into
the “determinative idea” of punishment — the international legal concept of international punishment.

Against the backdrop of the rather established “mantra of oblivion”, from the end of the
twentieth century to the present day, a massive revision of existing scientific findings on the subject of
international criminal trial in Tokyo has been carried out, which has made it possible to systematise
and organise them according to a number of criteria (in particular, from individual articles to
anthologies, from those focusing on general but at the same time legal issues to a wide range
of multidisciplinary contributions) and ultimately resulted in an objective statement of the fact that
the problem has been given insufficient attention and has been understudied.

1t is revealed that the vast majority of scientific material is permeated with consistent criticism and
tangible negativity, manifested in a pernicious narrative of injustice, illegality and illegitimacy, as
well as in a destructive paradigm of imperfect justice that has no relation to the law, which is directly
projected onto the idea of punishment and its perception.

1t is indicated that future considerations regarding such key characteristics of the Tokyo punishment
formation as “stern” and “prompt” are relevant.
